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Techno Speak — Surging

We had a problem with a bike surging and changing the carb made no difference.

The ignition was OK, so we looked at the exhaust. It was a 1.625" bore four stroke
absorption type and the exhaust note was strident.

The outlet into the fishtail on a Howarth silencer is about 0.875" diameter and a Scott
goes well with this.

We had found on other bikes that the exhaust needs to give a measure of back
pressure so we fitted a restrictor bush in the end of the silencer of one inch bore.

Result, no surging, good running and an exhaust note that was pleasing but not
offensive.

Conclusion, A Scott needs an appropriate exhaust system and just fitting any available
silencer can upset engine behaviour.

The bike before the restoration

| have just finished a project for John Hughes of San Diego, USA and as an internet
newsletter is of greatest used to those furthest from the UK, | asked John if he could
tell us a little about it He got the following history from the bike’s previous Owner Jake
Penner who still has a 1928 Scott. Roger....

The bike, a 1931 single down tube 600c short stroke tourer, was originally brought to
Ontario in the early thirties by the first owner, who rode it until Blaine Cassons bought
it, though Blaine did not say when he purchased it. Blaine who was a good friend to the
first owner rode the bike for some time, until one cylinder was starting to seize. Blaine
then parked the bike until some twenty years ago and wanted to restore the bike for his
friend who was getting on in age. His friend passed away shortly thereafter and Blaine
put the bike in boxes and in storage.

A few years ago Blaine got started on the bike again and at the same time bought a
Henderson Four. His interests were in the Henderson so he put the bike on Ebay to
help fund the other bike, but for some reason it did not sell. | was looking for Triumph
parts and stumbled on to the bike. Seeing the bike stirred an interest, so | did some
research on the history of Alfred Scott and found this to be an advanced motorcycle for
its day. This bike has a plated and rather large fuel tank, the levers are inverted and the
hand shifter has not been removed, which was a common “improvement” to do back
then. Having got in touch with Blaine and arranged its purchase | started to do the
mock up of the frame and got busy racing Quarter Midgets with Braeden. He did not
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take to it, however, Tyler, my middle son took to the sport; we are having a lot of fun
and he is excelling in it.

With my other projects and the racing, | realised | was not going to have time in the
next 10+ years to get this finished. Racing takes two things time and money thus the
bike was put up for sale. Jake.

John duly bought the bike from Jake Penner and decided to send the engine, gearbox,
magdyno and carb to be rebuilt. Eddie Shermer rebuilt the gearbox, Shaun Hawker the
magdyno, Martin Bratby the carb and myself the engine.

The engine was rebored for new pistons and perked up a bit by increasing the
efficiency of the gas flow from the carb through the inlet ports. If you look down the inlet
of a Scott, you will see the ports to left and right of the central passage.

Gas at speed will not happily change direction, so those ports nearest to the centreline
will be most effective. Unfortunately, the bridges between the port windows cause an
area of disordered flow equal to twice the actual bridge width. If you imagine that the
bridges are twice width, you can also imagine that the gas does not have a very easy
passage. The bridges are there to prevent the rings from bulging out at bottom dead
centre and being in danger of breakage. But wait! The normal piston has two rings and
if you fit pistons without rings and watch through the inlet as you rotate the flywheel,
you will see that the second ring only goes past the top of the port by about 4mm. The
rest of the bridge serves no purpose other than to obstruct the gas flow.

The Scott rod / piston assembly stretches
about 0.027” at about 4000 rpm so you
must allow that amount extra, plus a little
safety margin, say the bottom of the
bottom ring plus 1mm more. The section
below the centre two bridges can be
carefully removed with a small hack saw
as shown in the photo and nicely
deburred. We now have an area free of
eddy making obstructions in the central
position where 85% of the breathing is
done. By this means the engine breathes
much better. There are some amusing
coincidences in life and in this case, the port flowing work performed on a bike made in
England and now in San Diego, USA, was carried out by a motorcycle technician Daiji
Ikarashi from Japan. It's a small world!

I met Daiji at the Stafford show earlier in the year
and he explained that he had come to the UK to

study British vintage and classic bikes in general
and their repair and upkeep in general.

He asked if | would consider taking him as my
apprentice, but | explained at 67 years of age, |
would now prefer freedom from obligation, but he
could spend some time with us if he wished. He
wished!

Daiji hard at work
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The engine was given a weighted flywheel with a 22-tooth primary drive sprocket fitted
and phosphate treated against corrosion. John did not require degree markings all
round his flywheel, so | marked it at 28 degrees before TDC at full advance. The
traditional Scott timing is 35 dg BTDC, but the extra cylinder filling enabled by the
modified inlet gives increased compression pressure and thus a faster burn that needs
the different ignition timing.

As the bike is a single down tube model, it drives it's magdyno from the clutch drum.
As we increased the primary sprocket from 20 to 22 teeth, it was necessary to make a
special mag sprocket with 22 teeth to synchronise the timing.

The final result should be an engine that has more smooth torque with higher gearing.
A USB memory stick was loaded up with all the documentation and many digital photos
taken during the project to send to John, as this will be an important part of the history
of the bike in the future.

Shaun Hawker had been recommended by Norway’s Scott king Carl Stormer as he
had rebuilt mags and magdyno equipment for Carl previously. Thanks for the advice
Carl, Shaun did a quality job, as also did Martin Bratby who reconditioned the carb,
again on Carl's recommendation. It goes without saying that my good friend Eddie
Shermer had reworked the gearbox to perfection. | felt quite proud to have arranged all
this for John Hughes, especially as from the many email interchanges | felt that we had
become friends. As we had all combined to put life back into this bike for years ahead, |
could not ignore the quality of the packing.

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My good friend Tony Pacey who makes my
engineering patterns, made some quality cases
and the whole consignment is on its way to the
USA as | write this.

One late request was for a new radiator, so | have arranged for Graham Moag to make
one, but without the bottom fixing as this tends to obstruct the flow to the central bottom
outlet. | always let the radiator hang on the top two mounts and the short bottom hose
keeps the bottom nicely in position. With luck, John might let us know how the final
assembled bike runs. Roger.
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Phased Transfer Engine

Those of you who were fortunate enough to attend the most excellent Abbotsholme
weekend early this year, may have attended the presentation by Bob Collett of his
“Phased Transfer Engine” design. Bob spent a good part of his working life as an
engine designer at Vauxhall Motors and has always been fascinated by engines. Bob
is a great admirer of the work of Harry Ricardo and his use of sleeve valves in engines.
It was Harry Ricardo who convinced Fedden at Bristol to make this system a central
feature of the highly successful Bristol radial aero engines.

Bob has made several sleeve valve engines and one is currently on test at Cranfield
University. Bob’s concept for the first experimental Phased Transfer engine is to use
as many standard components as possible to save expense. The central feature of
this special variant of the two stroke engine is that the transfer from the crankcase is
taken to the transfer port of a different barrel where the piston is at a different part of its
stroke cycle. The Scott engine is fairly unique in that is has the transfer of gas from the
crank chamber to the barrel via detachable external duct castings.

Now consider an engine that is similar to
the early Ariel square four. This had two
overhung crank units geared together.
Now consider two Scott barrels in the
same arrangement, but with the transfer
ports both facing inwards towards each
other. It is now possible to make ducts
that transfer the gas charge from one
crankcase to the transfer inlet port on a
different barrel. The cranks are not at 180
degrees as on a Scott, but at 90 degrees,
so that when the cranks are geared
together to a central take off gear, there
are 4 power strokes per rev.

Patterns and heat treated castings have been made and | have promised to machine
these up over the winter at weekends. Ted Hills, my designer colleague here at South
Croxton, is using CAD to produce machining drawings from Bob Collet's general
arrangement drawings. As Bob said, you can not expect any serious development
grants until you have produced a prototype and proved the principle

No malice, no interest and just a way of passing another
boring and paranoid day as | drop £15 onto the plate in the hall. Wheel the bike
a respectful distance way from the house and hit the kickstart with a thud.

Y oww T I
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And living history shriek's into a misty Scottish morning!

A privilege to be here!

Into the saddle, into first gear and into the West!

Now! If you were the chief honcho of the Universe and you were in charge of
setting up playgrounds for specific recreational pursuits, like Slarty Bartfarst,
(Douglas Adams' Hitchhikers Guide to the Galaxy) creator of the coast of
Norway. If you also happened to be the being in charge of bringing beaming
smiles to middle-aged motorcycling men then you might in your infinite wisdom
create the Cowel Peninsular!

The Cowel Peninsular stretches from Mull of Kintyre to Upper Loch Fyne taking
in some of the most spectacular vistas in the British Isles. Farm land, lochside
meadows, moorland, mountains and steep valleys.

So screaming away from Dunoon. It's Victorian gentility receding into the mists
of time. Or should that be into the mist of oil smoke? No matter, as | ride the
power of the back wheel into one of those freezing cold, crisp and clear Scottish
mornings.

The A815 to Strachur past Loch Eck on my left let me settle into the bike. The
odd pothole mearly adding to my overall amusement. | forgot to change the
riding position of course and suffer the consequences but it's small beer when
the ride is so much fun.

Just imagine you were on a machine with more power than you could possibly
use on twisty roads. With brakes which grab both wheels in giant hands pinning
you to the road. A superb fork action. Light weight with handling to match. You
then have some idea of the thrill of these Scott's.

Titch Allen is right when he says that on fast down hill bends with both wheels
locked the back end tends to step out. But this is quite controllable and nothing
to get excited about when you get used to it. In fact it is so alright that | tend to
do it again and again just for laughs to see how near | can get to disaster before
sanity and sense return.

The engine is by now well warm and | tuck myself into the bike. This is a difficult
thing to explain and certainly in my case there have only been one or two bikes
that | have been able to do it on. | tension myself. Become one with the
machine, feeling and assessing all that information transmitted from the wheels.
From the forks. From the engine and gear box. Until the design takes over. The
perfect gear change. Just the right angle of lean to take you round the bend
slightly to the left of the apex in the road. Speed rises. The body's senses
attuned to the vibrations from the machine. Tremors assessed and quantified.
Concentration at the maximum as you strive to get it right.

No one's perfect of course and | overcook it a couple of times. Nothing serious.
Just a couple of shimmies saying, "Stop being a pillock Ted!"
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| listen and learn. Wanting to get maximum enjoyment out of the day and the
ride. Few cars, no lorries and certainly no caravans out and about at this hour
of the morning so | can play to my hearts content all the way along Loch Eck.
It's silver waters flashing past by my left elbow as the sun creeps over the
mountains bringing warmth to the morning.

I'm falling into racing mode as the road starts to narrow so | know I'm moving
fast. You know what | mean?

On the majority of Vintage bikes things tend to happen real slow. Time to check
the engine, time to pump the oil and time to revel in the uniqueness of your
position. On Scotts it has to be right when you are travelling in the high 60's and
low 70's.

Is this why they have such a fanatical following? When you are thrashing a
good one it is just unbelievable! | don't know about all this. All | know is that
there is a feeling on this bike that it is going to rev and rev. It's going to keep up
and exceed modern traffic, especially in the acceleration stakes!

But | digress.

It's flick left. Heel to the right. Brake and skid as weight transference skips the
back wheel.

A sign thrusts itself out of the distance into the reverie. "Strachur"”

What!

Strachur! Now that's just not possible!

Strachur is miles away. It's at least another half an hour!

But it's not of course. What's happened is a new phenominum called speed on
twisty Scottish roads. The type of speed where the road is all that matters. The
interaction between man and machine. And | learn a lesson about concentration
and how time means nothing when concentration is everything.

But this sort of concentration has it's usual cost. This cost is measured in aches,
pains and tiredness.

| throttle back and we fourstroke to a somewhat legal, or at the least, acceptable
speed.

Strachur wakens slowly.

The milkman is still delivering the milk. The bakery is baking the bread and it's a
temptation too good to ignore as | glide to a noisy stop.

"Eyup youth!" shouts the baker. "Ain't seen a Flyer for ages!"

What! A Yorkshire man!
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"Abart late twenties izzit!"

| nod.

"Webbs ah see!" looking at the forks.

Now what do you think of the chances of finding the only shop open in a remote
West Highland village who (A) knows about Scotts and (B) bakes delicious
Danish pastries with REAL coffee!

About three billion to one would be about right!

Seventy year old Alf invites me into the warmth of the bakery. His lads throwing
bread buns into trays with the expertise of jugglers. The smell of fresh baked
loaves and good coffee an unbeatable and welcoming combination.

"Me dad worked for Alf Scott" says Alf. "T'lads round our way thowt thee were
too fragile for long use. Most on us preferred Panthers!" This isn't real is it?

problem.
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Dvur Kralove nad Labem - |
had second fastest time during
practice but in 3rd lap of the
second practice time, the right-
hand piston broken away
resulting in a hole in
crankcase. | did not repair the
engine yet, because | was
travelling during the summer
(on business and pleasure). |
will repair the engine during
winter, using a spare
crankcase, connecting rods,
etc + a pair of Moss cranks,
ready to start next season and
am also thinking of build a four
speed gearbox...

Nepomuk - | went the race with my Flying Squirrel. The result was 1st place under flag
and 2nd place in regularity.

Branna - | had a very unhappy (maybe stupid) event — a broken clutch cable wire with
6 laps to go!!!

2005 - 2nd
2006 - 1st
2007 - 1st
2008 - 7th (probably)

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Moss Racing News

A quick update on the Moss Racing machine starting with a bit of a recap....

Last year | had a water leak into the engine. | sealed it by pouring slow set epoxy into
the water jacket of the barrel around the exhaust area. It stopped the leak but lack of
cooling in this area caused seizures which stuck the rings in the grooves. You can
imagine that starting was difficult!

The pistons were cleaned up and replaced, and
some excess epoxy was removed by putting
drain holes on both sides of the barrel and
using small long drills through these holes.
Time and the amount of work | have from
customers prevented me from taking the
cylinder head off and using cutters vertically
from the water transfer holes in the block top
face. | knew that the block would still overheat
near the exhaust ports, so | put a 700 main jet
in so the bike ran very rich and thus cool. In
this state it ran at the Beezumph and ran well
without seizing.

The next outing was at Lydden and | enjoyed this greatly and had positions such as
fourth etc.

The final race meeting was at Cadwell Park on September 27 / 28. At this meeting |
shared the rides with a guest rider Chris Swallow. For those who are comparatively
new to Scotts, | think a little historical information might be helpful here. One of the
prominent Scott dealers in Yorkshire for many years was Ken Swallow of Golcar. Ken
not only sold Scotts, but rode them also. He had a friend, the late Arthur Fogg, who
was president of the SOC for a period.

They took their Shipley duplex rigid machines to the Panther company, who fitted
swing arm rear suspension and
Panther telescopic forks. It was on
this bike that Ken Swallow competed
at the first race meeting to be held at
Cadwell Park after WW2. There
were so many Scotts that he rode in
an “All Scotts Race”!!l. The late Ken
Swallow had a son Bill Swallow who
has been a very successful race
rider for many years. Time marches
on and Bill has a son named Chris
Swallow who has become a very
successful race rider.
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Both Bill and Chris ride Ducati singles at VMCC / British Historical Racing events
immaculately prepared by Andy Farrer.

Andy is one of life’s communicators and told
me that Chris Swallow would like to have a
ride on my Scott. | contacted Chris and said
this was ok with me, especially with their
family’s historical connection with Scotts.
Chris explained that he would ride with care,
as he had never tried to race a rigid bike and
had never ridden a Scott.

I tried to explain some of the tricks of riding a rigid bike and just advised him to take
time to learn. Over the weekend, Chris (No 85) had one win over the very
accomplished and successful lan Bain on

the dope burning ex Jimmy Guthrie works

Norton and several second places. Chris

was very complimentary, saying that he had

never ridden a bike with such good

handling. | remember Paul Dobbs saying

that he had never ridden a bike with so

much feedback. Both Chris and Paul had

never raced a rigid bike before and | put this

impression down to the fact that the

compliance of a modern suspension will

mask the feedback of the tyres on the track.

As regards the engine and performance at Cadwell - The state of play is that the
engine made 41.9 bhp with a 600 main jet on the dyno, but was overheating where |
had put in the epoxy. It made 39.3 bhp with a 660 main jet, which is how it ran at
Cadwell. I will strip the engine over the close season and dig out more epoxy. Once |
can be sure that the cooling will be ok, | will steadily lower the main jet to perhaps
about 620 at which it should produce about 41.2 bhp. It is going really well now and
another 2 bhp should really help. As for me, perhaps it is the passage of the years, or
the injuries | sustained in recent years, but | do not ride with the spirit | had years ago.
I will not dive into a corner with a group of other riders if | can not be reasonably sure |
have a clear passage through. | did, however, get third and forth positions during the
weekend.

As | sat on the grid waiting for the start, | realised that the next rider was Sam Rhodes
of the famous Rhodes Velocette family. | smiled to myself as | realised that, at 67
years of age, | had now competed against three generations of the Rhodes family.

Paul Dobbs

| was very sorry that the only time Paul rode my bike in 2008, it had seized and was not
running correctly. If you read this Paul, my apologies, but in racing development, these
things happen! Paul is back in New Zealand now and | have no knowledge of his plans
for 2009. Many of us were struggling to afford even a partial racing programme this
year and if the predictions of a global recession become reality, then we will all have to
remind ourselves that survival comes before playtime with our toys!
